A finely balanced hop character is enriched by the late addition of Styrian Goldings, as a dry hop to give a prominent floral hop aroma and warming aftertaste.
Thwaites Original 3.6% ABV 
A beer that’s as Original today as it was in 1807, when Daniel Thwaites himself began brewing. A clean dry tasting and refreshing session bitter with a glowing amber appearance. Brewed using premium grade Maris Otter malt and a blend of traditional English Hops including Goldings and Fuggles to give a malty flavoured beer with a delicate dry finish.
