Brewed using the finest Maris Otter Malt and a late addition of Cascade Hops, you’ll be “hopping” for another beer ahead of any Valentine kisses.

SUMMAT SPECIAL (April)

Lancastrian for “something” but what’s so Special..? It’s the water from the Lancashire hills that is used for this iconic amber coloured beer. HIGHWAYMAN (May)

Inspired by the shadowy dark characters of the Lancashire past, we deliver Thwaites Highwayman. A deliciously smoky flavoured ale, rich with plumy sweetness, derived from the roasted chocolate malt.
